I am writing to express my sincere gratitude for your dedicated service to the City of BLANK. As a long-time resident I would like to recommend that the BLANK City Council consider adopting a resolution similar to the one recently passed by the City of Elk River MN. Specifically, this resolution would direct the historic Minnesota state flag—as modified in 1983—be flown on all city property, rather than the newly redesigned flag adopted by the state in 2024. This action would honor our state's heritage while respecting local autonomy in such matters.

It is important to emphasize that Minnesota Statutes § 1.141 only mandates the display of the official state flag on the State Capitol grounds between sunrise and sunset. This statute does not impose any such requirement on municipalities, counties, or other local entities, making the choice of which flag to fly a matter of local policy discretion. By passing such a resolution, BLANK city could affirm its commitment to tradition without violating any state laws, aligning with the approach already taken by the cities of Elk River, Champlin and several other cities around the state of Minnesota.

I believe this would be a fitting legacy to our city by preserving a symbol that resonates deeply with many residents. Thank you once again for your years of commitment to BLANK City.
